Each member in your group prints out three of
the Artist’s Circle of Caring Templates.

The goal is to create three small pieces of
art within a 5” diameter circle (or the same size

as each of your three circle of caring templates).

Consider what the term Ca/m Unity means to
you. If it helps, think about how you: see, feel,
smell, hear, taste, and/or where you “are” in

relation to Calm Unity. Doodle and/or journal...

Create on the front of your chosen substrates,
when your work is complete, glue the template
to the back and fill it in.
